Keeping your property clean and tidy

Keeping your property clean and tidy has many benefits for you and your neighbors. A nicely kept yard helps main-
tain property values while making the neighborhood look good. Keeping your grass and ornamental plantings trimmed
helps keep weeds and unwanted insects from taking up residence on your property. Proper mulching around trees and
flowers helps to maintain moist soil conditions to help your trees and flowers growing and blooming during times of

drought.

The Borough has ordinances requiring residents to maintain grass and other non-ornamentals to a height of less than 10
inches. The storage of indoor furniture, Trash and appliances on the front porch area is prohibited. Uninspected and un-
registered vehicles are not allowed to be stored on public or private property.

In the spring and fall, the Borough provides a few dates of
curbside pickup of woody yard waste. Materials collected
are limited to tree branches and pruning's, twigs, small
bushes (without root ball), hedges and tree logs not ex-
ceeding 5-inches in diameter. Limbs must be cut to a 4-
foot length and tied in bundles not exceeding 50 pounds.
Other materials should be placed in containers for easy

pick up. Place material curbside prior to 8 a.m.

These items may also be dropped off at the Twin Bor-
oughs Recycling Center on Fridays from 8 a.m. until noon
at the facility on Lincoln Avenue in East Stroudsburg

(behind Walmart).

Note that this program does NOT include pick up of
grass clippings, leaves, flowers, vines, roots or garden

Why Can’tl pour Grease Down my Drain?

The answer lies in what happens once the grease enters the Waste Water Collection System, The sewer
lines in the street. The fats, oils and greases once they reach the sewer main in the street mix with other
chemicals to form conglomerations of chemicals that build up and clog the sewer lines. These fat, oil and
grease build ups are responsible for 47% of the 36,000 sewer blockages every year in the United States.
These fats, oils and grease sometimes even can clog the pipes within your home. Using products like
Draino only moves the problem from your pipes to the sewer main, creating a problem for everyone
hooked to that sewer line. This can lead to a Sanitary Sewer Overflow (SSO) where raw sewage actually
backs up into your home, lawn, neighborhood and streets. Not only does this cause health issues but it
can also run into nearby streams and rivers, which affects our drinking water. If your pipes become
clogged from these oils and fats, it can be very expensive to fix! To avoid these problems, NEVER put fat,
oil or grease down the drain!

How to properly dispose of Fats, Oils and Grease:

When you have finished cooking, collect liquid grease and oils in a sealable container that you can take
to your local drop-off location to be recycled. For the grease that cannot be poured into the container,
you should wipe pans clean with a paper towel and put it in the trash. Food scraps should also go in the
trash. Scrape off excess food from pots, pans, and plates before rinsing them in the sink with cold water.

e DO put oil and grease in covered collection containers.

e DO remove Oil and Grease from dishes, pans, griddles and fryers before washing.

e DO NOT pour Oil and Grease down the drain.

e DO NOT put Food Scraps down the drain.

e DO NOT wash of Oil and Grease with hot water.
